This summer the Aspen Historical Society is pleased to be adding a number of new tours to our “menu” of tour offerings.  In addition to our regular selection of HISTORY COACH, West End Walking and museum and ghost town tours, the Society is now offering an historic bicycle tour, a steam engine demonstration and an exploration of Aspen’s historic Hotel Jerome.

Historic Bike Tour – Enjoy a pleasant tour by bicycle that begins in Aspen’s Victorian West End, touches on Aspen’s mining and ranching history at the Holden/Marolt Mining and Ranching Museum, travels through our Victorian and Bauhaus architectural legacy and takes participants through the cultural area of the Music Festival tent and the Aspen Meadows.  This tour originates at the Wheeler/Stallard Museum at 620 W. Bleeker (between 5th and 6th) and operates from June 15th through October 10th, 2010.  Tours start at 10:30am, Tuesdays and Fridays (1 & ½ hours in duration), $15.00 adult, $12.00 senior, children 12 and under free

Hotel Jerome History Tour – Aspen’s iconic Hotel Jerome has been at the center of Aspen life since the doors opened in 1889 and has been a mainstay on the Aspen social scene for that entire period.  See what has made this legendary hotel special through the years as it continues to impress into the 21st century.  Meet in the Hotel’s lobby at the corner of Mill and Main Streets.  Tour operates June 15th through October 10th, 2010 and starts at 1:30pm, Thursdays (1 hour in duration).  $15.00 adult, $12.00 senior, children 12 and under free.
“Steaming” Holden/Marolt Tour – Join steam engine expert Carl Bergman for a live demonstration of 19th and 20th century steam and early gas engines, many of which powered the industrial revolution and changed mankind forever.  At the Holden/Marolt Mining and Ranching Museum on the Marolt Open Space (across the pedestrian bridge at 7th near Hopkins).  Tour operates from June 15th through October 10th, 2010 and starts at 2:00pm every Tuesday (1 hour in duration).  Cost is $15.00 adult, $12.00 senior, children 12 and under free.
