Opera House Exhibit Supports Society, History and Architecture!

The Aspen Historical Society is pleased to be supporting local artist and longtime resident Dorothy Doyle during the first three weeks of September in the lobby of the Wheeler Opera House as she presents her artistic renderings of local historic buildings in a show called “Plane Elevations: Architectural Art by Dorothy Doyle”.  Everyone is invited to an opening reception that will be held in the Opera House Lobby from 6 to 8 pm on Wednesday evening, September 1st.  Refreshments will be served and the artist will be in attendance. 

After graduating from the Rochester Institute of Technology in New York with a degree in art and design, Dorothy Doyle worked in newspaper advertising as an illustrator before becoming a technical illustrator first for Bell Aircraft and later for Martin Marietta.  After moving to the Roaring Fork Valley in 1980 she continued her artistic career locally as a graphic artist.  Her training in technical illustration and love of historical buildings has combined to produce the work that will be shown in this exhibit.  Featuring detailed drawings of the facades of 14 of Aspen’s most historic buildings, Doyle’s plane elevation artwork brings out detail not often noticed in casual viewing while still embracing the vision of each particular building as a work of art in its own right.  With her work hanging in collections from Hawaii to New York, Dorothy Doyle’s unique art captures an aspect of Aspen’s past that continues to anchor our collective character: our historic buildings and architecture.  The show’s art as well as giclee copies will be available for purchase with a percentage of the proceeds going to help support the Society’s ongoing programs and educational opportunities.
