Go “Out of Your Mind” at New Exhibit! 

Mark Tuesday, June 22nd on your calendar and don’t miss the Grand Opening reception for the Society’s brand new exhibit “Out of Your Mind, Body and Spirit: Voices of Aspen, 1975”.  The exhibit will be showing in the Wheeler/Stallard Museum’s Second Floor Gallery and should be especially fun and nostalgic for those who remember Aspen during the wild, tumultuous partying days of the mid-1970s, especially those student and faculty members of Aspen State Teachers College.  The grand opening reception will begin at 5:30 at the Wheeler/Stallard Museum, everyone is invited at no charge and there will be refreshments.  

Jogging memories that may be somewhat foggy on details, “Out of Your Mind” focuses on the year 1975 when skier Gerald Ford was president, Aspen was still populated by the classic “three job” ski bum and John Denver was at the height of his career.  Looking at what daily life was like during those halcyon days, the exhibit will touch on how Aspen was influenced by national and international events and how a small, remote ski resort in the Rockies influenced the world in return.  From politics to nightlife to music to recreation (both legal and not-so) “Out of Your Mind” will feature artifacts from that time complete with a recreated, one room “ski bum” habitat that should seem eerily familiar to many.  And for those who think it may be premature to mount an exhibit about what might seem so recent a time period, keep in mind it was 35 years ago and since then we have had 7 presidents, the personal computer has become ubiquitous and gas has gone from under $.50 a gallon to over $3.
