“Roots” on the Radio!

The Aspen Historical Society is very excited to announce a new program that will begin airing this Memorial Day on Aspen Public Radio, KAJX in Aspen and KCJX in Carbondale.  “Roots of Aspen” will air every weekday at 5:30 pm as part of “All Things Considered” and features the Society’s own Tom Egan in a two minute segment dedicated to the colorful local history that has gotten us to where we are today. 

Reading directly from the Society’s archives of local historic newspapers (the first began publishing in 1881), “Roots of Aspen” will relate stories from Aspen’s mining days, the “Quiet Years” and the birth of the Aspen Idea as seen through the eyes of reporters from the time.  As many of the programs will be looking at news from pre-radio, TV and internet times this is a rare opportunity to get a feel for the “Facebook” of the day and what national and international news was of interest to residents of a far-flung and remote mountain town in Colorado.

Aspen Public Radio has numerous frequencies throughout the Roaring Fork and Colorado River Valleys ranging from FM 91.5 in downtown Aspen to FM 90.9 and 91.1 in Snowmass Village to FM 89.3 in much of the middle Roaring Fork Valley and 88.9 in much of the Colorado River Valley from Avon to Rifle.
