Freddie Fisher Party to Kick Off AHS Summer

While Tuesday, June 15th, might be a week early for the official start of summer, the Society encourages everyone to join us at the Holden/Marolt Mining and Ranching Museum on that afternoon for the first Time Travel Tuesday of the summer, our traditional celebration of Freddie Fisher’s Birthday.  The festivities will begin at 5:30 pm and will include live music from Steve Cole and Dan “Pastor Mustard” Sadowsky, food, beer and lemonade for a nominal fee (as long as they last) and the presentation of the “Freddie Fisher Irreverent Wit Prize for Letters to the Editor”, aka the “Coveted Fishwit”.  


Though he passed away in 1967, Freddie Fisher embodied the irreverent humor that Aspen has developed over the years and to honor him and his legacy of not taking ourselves too seriously, we celebrate his birthday with a community party as the unofficial start to summer.  Freddie would have been 106 this June and would be happy to see us enjoying ourselves on his behalf despite economic, environmental and other issues that might conspire to dampen the irreverent wit and humor Aspen has become infamous for.  Freddie was a nationally renowned jazz band leader in the 1940s and 50s (the “Schnickelfritz Band”) so we’ll have Steve Cole and Dan Sadowsky setting the stage with some swingin’ jazz.  Being fond of beer as well, no party honoring Freddie would be complete without some malted grain beverages so we’ll serve beer - and food - as long as they last for minimal cost.  And Freddie was well known as a prolific and sharp-witted writer of letters to the editor, so we will award the “Coveted Fishwit” prize to that person who has demonstrated the sharpest wit in the past year through a letter (or letters) to the editor of our local newspapers.  All ages are encouraged to attend and the museum will be open for casual tours throughout the event. 


The Holden/Marolt Mining and Ranching Museum is located on Aspen’s western edge overlooking Castle Creek on the Marolt Open Space land.  Partygoers are encouraged to walk or ride their bikes by taking the Marolt Pedestrian Bridge (located just south of 7th and Hopkins) to the Museum.  There is also very limited parking accessed through the dirt driveway that heads south immediately west of the Highway 82 Castle Creek Bridge.  Food at the event will be $15, beer will be $5.
