July Time Travel Tuesdays Support New Exhibit

Each Tuesday throughout the summer the Society presents our popular Time Travel Tuesdays programs at 5:30 pm, just after the workday ends and before dinner begins.  For the month of July, these programs will relate directly to our new exhibit, “Out of Your Mind, Body and Spirit: Voices of Aspen, 1975” (with the exception of “Mining Water” on July 27th, back by popular demand).

First up on Tuesday, July 6th will be “Mashup 75: Voices of Aspen Past”.  In today’s world, a “mashup” is generally regarded as the practice of taking more than one popular song and through a process of editing and overlays creating a new piece of music.  For this program we will be featuring a number of prominent Aspenites who were here in 1975 and who will regale us with stories, tall tales and (occasionally foggy) reminisces from that halcyon era.  Join Andy Mill, Steve Cole, Mary Sloop, Andy Stone, John Colson and Dede Brinkman as they share some of their favorite Aspen moments from a time chock full of them.


On July 13th we will take a more serious look at one of the issues that drove the political will of that time and still raises hackles among many Aspenites, that of growth.  “Aspen Cries Uncle: Growth in the 1970s” will feature former Pitkin County commissioner Michael Kinsley as he recalls the ideologies that were being followed, the methods used to fulfill a progressive political agenda and how those changes impacted and continue to impact our community.

July 20th looks at that tumultuous decade through the eyes of some of the women who fought against gender discrimination and the “glass ceiling” in “Ladies First: Aspen and Women’s Issues”.  This panel discussion will look at women’s issues and how they have affected – and been affected by – Aspen.  Pitkin county community relations specialist Pat Bingham will moderate a panel including former Aspen mayor Helen Klanderud, current Pitkin county commissioner Rachel Richards and pioneering ski patroller and businesswoman Alex Halperin.  

Our final Time Travel Tuesday of the month will take place on July 27th at the Holden/Marolt Mining and Ranching Museum and is the return of the popular “Mining Water” program.  Join the Roaring Fork Conservancy’s Sarah Johnson, Aspen Parks and Recreation Ranger Brian Long and the Aspen Historical Society’s historian Larry Fredrick for this fascinating story as they explore the critical importance of water to the mining boom in the late 1800s.  This event is FREE, though donations are always accepted!  

In August our Time Travel Tuesdays will highlight our “Characters of Aspen” project and will feature a series of live portrayals of some of Aspen’s most notable residents over the years.
