This Old House … Goes Green!

On Tuesday, September 21st, the Aspen Historical Society is excited to announce a special Time Travel Tuesday presentation that will focus on the recent energy audit performed on the Wheeler/Stallard Museum, a Queen Anne-style Victorian built in 1889.  Titled “This Old House … Goes Green!”, the event will begin at 5:30 and will be held at the Wheeler/Stallard Museum.  The City of Aspen is supporting this presentation, everyone is invited and admission is FREE.  Refreshments will also be served.


Regardless of questions about climate change, oil spills, carbon footprints, hybrid cars or any of a myriad of thorny and often controversial issues, one area that virtually everyone can agree on in relation to potentially catastrophic changes in regards to energy consumption and supply is that energy conservation is the first and often easiest step we should all take.  Not only does energy conservation save energy (!) but in doing so it also saves money, time and ultimately, our lifestyles.  

In response to that easy-to-understand, win-win recommendation, the Aspen Historical Society along with help from C.O.R.E. and the City of Aspen’s Utilities, Building and Historic Preservation Department recently took the important step of having the Wheeler/Stallard Museum go through an “energy audit” to see where we stood on energy usage and were we could improve the building’s energy use.  Built in 1889, the house is similar to many in Aspen’s historic neighborhoods and as such is a good example of what might be found in other historic homes and what can then be done to make these older houses more energy efficient.  

On July 26th Mark McLain and Rich Backe of Confluence Architecture performed the audit on the house and the results of what they found will be shared in this special presentation.  Be sure to join us as Jeff Rice, Utilities Efficiency Manager for the cit of Aspen, Stephen Kanipe, Chief Building Officer and Sara Adams, senior planner with the Community Development Department will take us through the audit’s results and lead the discussion along with numerous hands-on demonstrations to show how the information was gathered and examples of what might be done to mitigate problem areas.
