As the premier hotel and gathering spot in Aspen for over 130 years, the Hotel Jerome is full of surprises and stories that make our tour of this grand old hotel one not to be missed.  And weather permitting, our new Historic Bicycle tour takes advantage of our quiet back streets to access a number of important sites and buildings related to Aspen’s colorful mining, cultural and architectural history.
