Traditional Easter Egg Hunt Announced

Barring a last-minute major snowstorm (!) the Aspen Historical Society is pleased to announce our annual Traditional Easter Egg Hunt will be held on Easter Sunday, April 4th.  The Hunt starts at 12:00 pm – sharp! – is geared for those 8 and under and will feature over 1000 eggs (plastic and stuffed with a toy) as well as a visit from the Easter Bunny, aka Peter Cottontail.  


While there is still measurable snow on the ground as of this newsletter we are confident that warmer temperatures and the shallower snowpack will help it to melt in the next few days and Peter Cottontail can make his appearance as scheduled.  When contacted during breakfast at his private warren, buffet always featuring various egg dishes, Cottontail said, “Most of the hens are fried, everyone’s scrambling to finish up and will be relieved when all this is over – easy!”  The normally sanguine hare was harried and further commented that, “Things are really hopping right now, as you can imagine, but we’ll get crackin’ – not literally – and make sure to have plenty of eggs on hand for the big hunt at Ruth Whyte Park this Sunday.”  The busy bunny will be on hand beginning at about 11:30 this Sunday and can usually be found, as he himself says, “on the Park’s sunny side, up on my hind legs.” One of the largest local gatherings of children under the age of eight, the Easter Egg Hunt will feature eggs “hidden” around Ruth Whyte Park (the grounds of the Wheeler-Stallard Museum, corner of 6th and Bleeker in Aspen’s historic West End neighborhood) which will be divided into sections to keep the older and younger children in different areas.  


We encourage eager young egg hunters to get here early as most eggs seem to be gathered in the first few minutes after the whistle!  Peter Cottontail will be wandering among the children before and after the hunt itself for photo opportunities and participants need to bring their own baskets.
